THE 2013-14 school year is off
to a great start! Our enrolment is 187
students, making
it four consecu-
tive years of hav-
ing more than 180
students on our
campus. While
the majority of
our students come
from Canada, we also have students
from the USA, Bermuda, China, Ko-
rea, Kuwait, and Ukraine.

We have 97 boys and 90 girls. 106
of our students live in the dormitory,
while 81 are from the community. The
following is a breakdown by grades:

THE 50™ anniversary reunion
of the North York Branson School of
Nursing was held May 10-12, 2013
at Kingsway College in conjunction
with Kingsway’s Alumni Weekend.
Since it was the 50th year after the
graduation of the first class from
Branson the event was to include
everyone connected with the school
for the entire time it operated. After
2 years of promoting the Branson
portion of the occasion, mainly by
Marilyn Jerome and her assistants,
expectations were far exceeded!

Branson produced 269 graduate
nurses in 14 classes during the years
'63-'74. Over 120 graduates attended
the weekend, with representation from
each of the classes. This was the very
first reunion for the 2 year class of
‘74, and 10 of their class were present.
Three faculty members also attended.

The ceremonies began Friday with
a concert by Kings’ Heralds which
brought back many memories of their
music over the years.

Branson students had the privilege
of presenting Sabbath School where
several graduates paid tribute to the
School of Nursing and Kingsway for the
top quality education they received.
The life skills they obtained at these two
schools of distinction enabled them to
obtain high achievements in their ca-
reers of service. A chorus of grads sang
“Let There Be Peace on Earth”.

During the church service, Twyla
Reimche Gimbel held roll call for
Branson graduates. Each class was
given recognition.

After a delicious general potluck
in the old gym, Branson Graduates
met on the site of the old Administra-
tion Building beside the gazebo for a
presentation of a lamp stand, a plaque
reading “To Those Who Have Gone
Before”, and a composite photograph

of the 16 graduates that have already
passed to their rest. The lamp signi-
fied the Florence Nightingale light that
each grad had carried on the day they
were capped and gave their pledge
for service to others. Marilyn Pearse
Jerome presided over the presentation
and Scott Bowes, on behalf of King-
sway College, received it. Mr. Bowes
thanked the graduates for this thought-
ful gesture and shared his appreciation.
The group sang “Shall We Gather At
The River” at the request of one of the
graduates who was unable to attend.
The afternoon was spent reminisc-
ing about old times and meeting not
only classmates but grads from other
classes that we had not seen for years.
Sabbath evening brought a very
pleasant surprise, three long beauti-
fully decorated tables set specifically
for Branson Alumni and their families.
There were photos, not only of our
individual classes, but also incidental
pictures from bygone days. We were
presented with pens in the shape of
hypodermic needles with red fluid in
the barrels to resemble blood — what a
novel idea! Along the back wall were
our original composite photos of each

graduation class as well as samples
of student and graduating uniforms,
blazers, capes and caps. Another ex-
citing event in the program occurred
when two Branson Alumni - Marilyn
Pearse Jerome ‘72 and Eleanor Von
Gunten ‘72 - were honoured as Alum-
ni of the Year.

Brazil Comes to Kingsway College

ON AUGUST 5TH, 2013 a large group of
Brazilians arrived at Pearson International Airport in
Toronto, Ontario for a 2 week ESL
(English as a Second Language) Pro-
gram at Kingsway College. It was a
brand new adventure, one that was
sure to make a lasting impression. To
my knowledge there has never been a
summer ESL Program such as this at
Kingsway College.

60 students from Brazil ages 13 to 18 were greeted by
a small welcoming party at the airport. The group came
in on two different airlines at two different times on the
morning of August 5.

Day One: The week began with a hearty breakfast in our
cafeteria. Soon after breakfast, the students were shown to
their rooms and were greeted by Minnie Edison (Ladies Head
Dean) and Tyler Dooks (Men's Assistant Dean). After lunch,
the students were asked to take a test for placement in their
respective ESL classes which were led out by 3 of our teach-
ers, Scott MacDonald, Sophia Parkes and Connie Solomon.

Day Two: On the morning of August 6, the group
was loaded into buses and taken to Canada’s Wonder-
land where they spent twelve hours being spun around,
dropped and splashed to their hearts’ content. Exhausted,
everyone returned to the campus and fell into bed.

Day Three: The plan was to take the group to Thousand
Islands for a boat tour and then to Fort Henry for some
sightseeing, however, plans changed. On the first day any
had requested changes to the schedule because the group
really wanted to go SHOPPING! After a quick phone call
to cancel the boat tour, the group headed for Halton Hills

Premier Outlets. This new shopping experience had only
been open for 7 days but the students had already done
their research and they knew the name and location, which
they had found through Google. Needless to say, the rest of
the day was spent shopping.

Days Four and Five: The real work began with ESL
classes.

Day Six: The students attended church service at College
Park Church, followed by an afternoon trip to the Toronto
Zoo. The Panda exhibit was fascinating and the students
enjoyed nearly perfect weather on this day.

Day Seven: Once again, the students loaded onto the

buses and headed for a Blue Jays game which was followed
by a trip up the CN Tower. Baseball was new to most of the

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students but they were very impressed by the stadium and
the retractable roof. They did not quite understand what
was happening on the field even after several attempts
were made to explain the game.

Day Eight and Nine: The students back in the class-
room for the day followed by various shopping trips in
the evening to the local Walmart and Oshawa Centre as
well as the Toronto Eaton’s Centre. As a side note, it was
interesting that the manager at the local Walmart spoke to
one of our faculty members and mentioned that the store
had seen its best sales figures to date at that location since
they had opened!

Day Ten: Niagara Falls was on the agenda for this day.
“Maid of the Mist", Journey Behind the Falls and several
other attractions kept the kids entertained for the day.
That evening, they checked into the Great Wolf Lodge and
spent the night.

Day Eleven: This day was spent enjoying the Great
Wolf Lodge Waterpark.

Day Twelve: The morning was spent in the classroom
and by afternoon the students were off again enjoying the
local shopping venues. That evening a ceremony was held
to celebrate each student’s completion of the ESL course. It
was a fun, loud and boisterous time enjoyed by all in atten-
dance. The end of the night was capped by the celebration
of a birthday and snacks prepared by the cafeteria staff.

Day Thirteen: We had Chapel Church in the school
chapel which was followed by lunch in the cafeteria. In the
afternoon the group headed to Lakeview Park for pictures
and a stroll by Lake Ontario. After sundown worship, the
group played “Capture the Flag” which brought a lot of
laughter and fun that night. By the end of the game every-
one was hot and exhausted. Minnie Edison and Fabiane
Campos then hosted an ice cream feed for the students.

Day Fourteen: This was packing day for one of the
groups, as about 45 of them were leaving that evening.
Once the students were finished packing they loaded the
buses and headed for the ROM (Royal Ontario Museum).
After a few hours, the group was on the move again and
yes, you've guessed it, they ended up at Yorkdale Mall
for another shopping experience.. Two buses had to go to
the airport in order to accomodate all the luggage, even
though the whole group wasn't leaving at that time.

Day Fifteen: The second group of students left early in
the morning at 5:30am.

The results of our surveys displayed an overall positive
experience for all. They were very impressed with King-
sway College and Canada in general. Their favourite staff
member was Minnie Edison. She made sure to let them
know when they first got to campus that if they misbe-
haved she would get after them in Minnie fashion. King-
sway College is looking forward to more Summer ESL
Programs in the future. This was a wonderful opportunity
to create exposure for Kingsway College in Brazil. We are
excited to see students from Brazil coming to Kingsway
and having a great experience learning English, making
friends and getting to know more about Jesus Christ. For
